VINEYARDS

THE SIZE AND DIVERSITY of the estate provides multiple vineyard
sites, differentiated by topography, soils and microclimates. Our three
estate vineyards, totaling more than 200 acres of vines, are planted on
distinctive sites at elevations ranging from 400 to 1,000 feet. These
vineyards experience day to night temperature variations of 30 to 40
degrees, ideal for growing balanced fruit.

Additional fruit for Deep Sea wines will come from other notable vineyards
that share the complexities associated with California’s maritime influ-
enced appellations.
